Completions Overview

 

Welcome to the IPEDS Completions survey component. The Completions component is one of several IPEDS components that is conducted during the Fall
data collection period. It collects the number of degrees and certificates awarded by field of study, level of award, race/ethnicity, and gender. The reporting period
for the Completions component is during the 12-month time period beginning July 1 of the previous calendar year and ending June 30 of the current calendar
year; therefore, for this year’s Completions component, the reporting period is between July 1, 2016 and June 30, 2017. The Completions component is also
collecting the number of students (e.g., completers) who earned awards between July 1, 2016 and June 30, 2017.

The definition for Post-baccalaureate Certificate has changed slightly for the 2014-15 collection. The new definition is as follows: An award that requires
completion of an organized program of study beyond the bachelor's. It is designed for persons who have completed a baccalaureate degree, but
does not meet the requirements of a master's degree. 

NOTE: Even though Teacher Preparation certificate programs may require a bachelor's degree for admission, they are considered sub-
bacalaureate undergraduate programs, and students in these programs are undergraduate students.
