Social work major cohorts will begin their BSW coursework in either

the spring or fall semesters. The major coursework will take four
semesters to complete; however, there are no social work major courses
offered during summer semesters. Summer semesters are reserved

for students to complete any missing prerequisites, general education
requirements, electives, or study abroad opportunities.

The BSW program is a full-time, lock-step structured program with two

different modalities.

- Thein-person cohort takes their coursework through the Tampa
campus. Students will generally be on campus three days a week.

« The online cohort takes their coursewaork through the Sarasota-
Manatee campus. It is @ mixture of synchronous and asynchronous
coursework. There will generally be two days a week in which
students are expected to be online for live, virtual class sessions.

Both cohorts have a 460-hour field placement in their final semester
of the program. Students will be placed in a social work agency for 32
hours per week which generally breaks down to Monday - Thursday,
8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m. Then they have classes on Fridays. There is
currently no option to complete the BSW program in a part-time
format.
